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Job description

e To develop and monitor schemes of work and ensure successful implementation which
meets curriculum requirements.

professional development and training related to the teaching of Creative Arts.

e To develop strategies for the use of other staff to promote new teaching methods and
improve learning throughout the school and monitor effectiveness in raising standards
of teaching and learning.
